RACE REPORT 1T ROUND 1 MAY 1-2 (By Brett Maclennan)

Round 1 of the Clemenger International Freight Formula Vee Australian Series was held at South
Austr al i adrsuit Mthé WeeKerad of 1% & 2" May. With 17 competitors travelling from
interstate, including reigning Australian and NSW state champion Daniel Reynolds and current

Nati onal Series Champion Ben Porter, | oleeiawork 8ub u t

out for them.

With the large number of entries in the 1600cc class, the organisers scheduled separate races for
both classes. Qualifying was however combined, and it was the cream rising to the top as Ben Porter
(Kelfab), Michael Kinsella (Kinsella Engineering), local favourite, Asher Johnston (Check It Out
Graphics) (who was later penalised by officials for an on track indiscretion and would start Race 1
from the back of the grid), Daniel Reynolds (Wild Digital) and Matt Stubbs (Creative Machining) filling
the top five spots on the grid for the 1600 class.

Pole position for the 1200cc class was taken by local Wes Young (Coates Hire / Assist Planning).
Race 1

Race 1 had Porter taking the lead and never headed as the pair of Kinsella and Reynolds battled
throughout the five laps for the minor placings. The pair looked like they would haul in Porter for a
time however continued out braking challenges and protecting of corners was ultimately their undoing.

Stubbs and Shane Hart (Micks Motors / Exelite) were locked in an enthralling race for fourth with Hart
making his car wider than Stubbs liked with the pair touching several times. Further back, Hendrick
(Hendrick Creation) and Phil Oakes were providing some entertaining racing with Hendrick coming
out on top.

At the flag it was Porter from Reynolds, Kinsella, Hart, Stubbs, Hendrick, Oakes, Paul Manteit, Leigh
Porter and local Sam Power rounding out the top ten. Wes young totally dominated race 1 for the
1200 class with the balance of the small field left to fight it out for the minor placings.

Race 2

If the punters thought Race 1 provided them with excitement, then Race 2 was really going to get their
hearts racing. Off the line it was Reynolds who snatched the lead with Porter slotting himself into
second followed by Kinsella. This time the three would be locked in battle for the entire race. Porter
slipped by Reynolds during the first lap but was constantly under pressure by Reynolds who himself
was being attacked by Kinsella. Lap after lap the three were challenging for position with Reynolds
trying every line possible to get by Porter.

While the three leaders were fighting, the second group were this time able to stay in touch, with
Stubbs, Hart, Johnston, Oakes and Hendricks all looking to make their way onto the back of the
leading group. Reynolds had several goes at passing Porter down the inside at the end of the back
straight before finally getting far enough alongside on the final lap to get the job done, however it was
not to finish there as Porter hung tough on the outside and re-took the lead as fast as he had lost it,
taking his second win for the weekend. Reynolds came home a fantastic second and Kinsella third.

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Stubbs and Hart continued their feud from Race 1 this time at the Northern Halrpln where {hey locked
wheels with both suffering damage. Stubbs got his car home in fourth and Hart in a lucky fifth given
the level of damage he sustained. Johnston was next followed by Oakes, Hendrick, Manteit and
Power.

Race two saw Wes Young put under some pressure early with Steve Wood leading into turn 1. Young
re-took the lead as the pair headed up to the Northern Hairpin however Wood continued to apply the
pressur e. The battle for third was bei ngwayftleey ght
greeted the chequered flag.

Race three had the battle between Porter Reynolds and Kinsella resume in earnest. Porter got away
well as did Kinsella who pulled alongside Reynolds as the trio entered turn 1 for the first time.
Reynolds held fast and tucked in behind Porter for second place.

The entire field was tightly packed for the first lap until Stubbs made a mistake entering turn 1. After
re-entering the circuit he and Hart collided when neither driver wanted to give up the corner sending
Hart around and out of the race with terminal engine damage and the rest of the field looking for
space anywhere around the incident.

Meanwhile Kinsella was making his bid for the lead. As they again came into turn 2, Porter made a
mistake and Kinsella and Reynolds were through, as was Johnston who had finally made his way into
the leading group. The next lap at Turn 2, Kinsella managed to find oil left by Hart earlier on, spinning
him around and out of contention for the race win. Reynolds picked up the mantle and made his bid to
make a break, but Johnston was having none of it and shadowed him through every corner. This
allowed Porter to catch the pair and force his way back into the lead.

Further back Leigh Porter was having one of his best races at national level and was placed in 5™ with
a freight train of cars behind him including Oaks, Power, Manteit and Hendrick to name but a few.

The final lap was as hectic as ever as Reynolds attempted to regain the lead, but this was ultimately
to no avail as Porter took the win from Reynolds and Johnston who in turn was followed by Kinsella
and Leigh Porter.

Race 3

Race 3 for the 12006s was a carbon copy of race
relinquished it. Wood put in a good effort to chase down Young but in the end just simply did not have

the pace. Further back Cannon, Kowold and Olivastri swapped places early before settling into their
finishing positions which saw Kowold take third.

After separating the classes for the earlier heats, the organisers surprised competitors when, without

Although the leading group swapped the lead regularly whilst negotiating lapped traffic, it was Porter
who led across the line for all but one lap to take his fourth victory for the weekend making it a perfect
start to the series. Reynolds too finished his weekend in style by taking 2" place for the race and
round with Kinsella taking third. Johnston, although with the leaders, seemed not to quite have the
pace to threaten for a victory, and Oaks, who had after three laps dropped of the leading bunch, came
home a lonely 5" some seven seconds behind Johnston and six seconds ahead of Stubbs.

In the 1200 class, it was all Young as it had been all weekend. Young led from lights to flag and will
be looking for some stiffer competition when the series ventures to the Victorian metropolitan circuit of
Sandown for Round 2 of the series in July where close to 40 entries are expected.
